Tighten the clamp screw 

to clamp the wire. 

Step 1: Place the 

clamp screw down the 

4mm socket hole. Take a 

small Philips screwdriver 

and start the screw in 

the threaded hole 1 or 2 

turns. 

Step 3: Bend the cable 

and lay it against the 

hexagon flat of the stem. 

Step 4: Holding the 

hexagon end of the 

stem, insert the plug end 

into the insulated body. 

Align the recess with the 

cable and press it firmly 

to force the hexagon 

shape into the body.
